The first Australian troops went to Vietnam in 1964. Australian troops experienced Vietnams monsoon season which would of made it difficult to move supplies around because of how muddy it was. The role the average solider played was to defend the local people and their team against the Vietcong and try to help to eliminate the Vietcong. 

The Vietcong laid a lot of mines which killed a lot of Australian troops adding to the trauma that the troops experienced, 
I think that most Australians believed that if we didn’t stop the “communist threat” that Australia would become one of the next targets.
