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How do the writers of thrillers keep their readers interested?
Authors of thrillers use a variety of techniques to engage their audience, create a sense of anxiety and nerve-wracking tension. This is achieved in many ways such as the killing or kidnapping a character, twists in storylines, suspense even by placing a main character in a dangerous situation can keep a readers interest. 

The author can use killing a character or even to a lesser extent kidnapping one as a way to let the reader really feel what the character is going through. By letting the reader relate back to the character it can get the reader more interested in what’s going to happen to this certain character.  This can be an important part of developing a character as the reader will tend to read the story more if they can understand what makes the characters “tick”.
Having the character placed into dangerous situations is what makes a thriller a thriller. It can help show how the character would react to danger when it presents itself, unlike hurting another character to show the characters true intentions this method can show the reader what sort of experience the character has in that situation. The writer can use many methods of writing in this part. Usually there’s quite a few little danger situations which all lead toward the main danger situation where by the time the character has reached this point they have changed in some way to adapt to the new challenge.
Adding twists to the storyline is one of a thriller authors key tricks.  It compliments killing characters in a story by giving the killing a reason to happen.  Sometimes it also is so effective that the reader won’t get bored of the book or want to stop because they will want to keep reading to find out what happens.
Suspense in a book is another key element in not letting the reader get bored with the book. It allows the writer to have the reader hanging on each word. Combined with some story twists this can be a powerful thing in a story.
A good thriller book will have some sort of character development like having the “Evil” character hurt one of the “good” character’s friends to help the reader feel for the character. The author will also combine a story twist with suspense normally in a dangerous situation so that the reader will want to find out if the character that they have grown to love or hate will survive this danger or end up suffering the fate of death. That dangerous situation will look impossible when the character begins but he will normally acquire the skills or manipulate the situation through little danger situations on the way so that when he reaches the main danger he can get through alive.
